ROGATION 
 

The fifth Sunday after Easter is traditionally known within the Churches 

calendar as Rogation Sunday, (this year May 9th), with the following 

Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday classed as Rogation Days; the 

Thursday after is always Ascension Day. Probably originating in France 

in the 5th Century,  it was introduced to England in the 7th Century. 

 

These were days when the population of villages would process 

around their fields, asking Godôs protection and Blessing upon the 

crops that were just beginning to sprout. The Priest would lead the  

procession, óbeating the boundsô of the Parish, whilst at the same time 

praying and reciting the psalms and litany. The Latin word órogareô 

means óto ask,ô and so these became óRogationô processions. In an  

agricultural society, closely connected with the soil, and highly          

vulnerable to the uncertainties of nature, this was an idea that took root 

quickly. Itsô popularity grew in the 13th Century, and although it waned 

at times, both King Henry VIII, and Queen Elizabeth I promoted the  

celebrations, explicitly mentioning them in the Royal Reformations. 

 

Equally important, the annual beating of the bounds provided an      

opportunity to resolve boundary disputes; leading to the tradition of 

seeking reconciliation in personal relationships during Rogationtide. 

The sharing of a specially brewed ale called Ganging Beer, was a good 

way of sealing the reconciliation! However, this did lead to the Bishops 

urging their Priests to invite only the more pious men; to put a stop to 

the drunken revelry! 

 

 Much of modern society has of course lost its direct connection with 

the soil, but that does not lessen the actual dependence of all people 

on the gifts of nature. In todayôs world, responsible stewardship of all 

these gifts is increasingly being recognised as the concern of all     

people. Whether we are young or old, landowners, home owners or 

property renters, we are all alike, tenants here on earth. These days in 

the sophisticated world in which we live, many of us are cushioned 

from direct dependence on the seasonal cycles of the natural world. In 

our shops, or on-line, we can find almost anything, anytime, often far 

beyond our óbounds.ô

Christianity acknowledges ó5 Marks of Mission,ô one of which states; óto 

strive to safeguard the integrity of Creation and sustain and renew the 

life of the earth.ô This is not Green politics, but a basic tenet of Christian 

belief and commitment, equally shared by those who would say they 

have little or no belief; but have an honest concern for the world we all 

inhabit. On Rogation Sunday we do our asking of God, not just for our 

own well-being and salvation, but for all His Creation.
